6.1.2 Ethics Committee approval must be obtained, where applicable, prior to commencement of the relevant sections of your project. The Ethics Clearance certificate should be provided to the Research Office (Rebecca Erlich: r.erlich@alfred.org.au) for payment of the grant to be initiated.
6.1.3 All awards from The Alfred Research Trusts are to be administered by The Alfred.
The Research Office must be notified if the Principal Investigator (PI) ceases their affiliation with The Alfred during the term of the award. The award is not transferrable to other institutions.
6.1.4 Additional funds may be accepted by the researchers from other sources but the extent of such additional funding must be notified to the Research Office.
6.1.5 Funding from the Henry O’Hara Surgical Research Trust is for 12 months. Projects may be extended for an additional 12 months with the approval of the Manager, Research Office, but no additional funds will be allocated. Requests to extend the project duration will only be considered if submitted at least two months in advance of the original end date.
6.1.6 The Research Office must be notified prior to any disruptions to research activity that are due to personal circumstances (e.g. maternity leave, carer’s leave or illness) or any changes in employment arrangements (e.g. full time to part time) due to personal circumstances.
